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Glencoe/McGraw-Hill p. 243: “Have you ever 
wondered why some people seem to be treated 
differently than other people?  As you read, try to 
find out why this idea was accepted in India.” 

Teachers Curriculum Institute p. 147: “Ancient 
Hindu stories often described heroic gods battling 
evil.  One of the most famous stories is the 
Ramayana. It tells of Rama’s fierce battle with 
Ravana, a demon (evil spirit).  The story also presents 
some of Hinduism’s basic beliefs in an entertaining 
way.” 

Oxford University Press p. 37: “Today in India, 
after a mother is finished praying to a clay figurine, 
she gives it to her children to play with.” 

Holt, Rinehart, Winston p. 148: “Much of what we 
know about Aryan society comes from religious 
writings known as the Vedas.  These collections of 
poems, hymns, myths, and rituals were written by 
Aryan priests.  Though they are mostly religious, 
some of the Vedas describe Aryan victories during 
their invasion of India.”

Holt, Rinehart p. 148: “As in Egypt, (in India) the  

people may have worshipped the king as a god.” 

McDougal Littell p. 231: “Hindus believe they 
connect with God by following their own individual 
path. Part of that path concerns one’s job, which is 
linked to the caste system. 

Although the movement in California made textbook 
publishers aware of the misinformation present in 
their books as well as the Hindu communities’ 
objection to the material, it will take several years to 
correct the inaccuracies concerning Hinduism. 
Therefore, it is the task of Hindu organizations and 
the community to deliver authoritative, professional 
and attractively presented supplementary social 
studies lessons on India, which will provide an 
alternative for educators. 

The Hindu youth will determine the future of 
Hinduism in America.  If we do not provide a proper 
education for them, we have not performed our duty 
as Hindus to uphold our religion and pass it down our 
traditions.  We can no longer allow the outdated 
colonial points of view so common in academia to 
continue.
